AU - What was the genesis of Lesbian Fist
Magnet?

Ange - The genesis of Lesbian Fist Magnet, well it
all started about uh 2005, Uh | was at Lucky Bar
with Jay Brown for a show and it was like ten to
two in the morning and some fucking crack head
dyke was dancing on the dance floor by herself at
like ten to two in the morning. So I'm standing at
the back of the dance floor by the sound booth
like I gotta gin and tonic in my hand. I'm just
drinking my drink, enjoying the band, and she
kept walking into me, and its not a big deal it's a
dance floor right? It's a mosh pit whatever, people
bump into you, no big fucking deal right? And uh
she kept bumping in to me and | grabbed her at
one point and was like “Hey! Watch yourself!” | was
like “That’s not cool man, just be careful’ Basically
she ended up trying to drag me onto the dance
floor and | smashed a glass in her face, and we
ended up in a huge fight on the floor.

Hoon - She was like “BAM-BAM-BAM!”

Ange - [Laughs]

AU -1 need the condensed version.

Ange - [Laughs] | know. Okay condensed version
would be... | was at Lucky Bar one night and | got
in a fight with a dyke so | left. While | was standing
outside her huge dyke girlfriend came outside
and tried to punch my face in.

Hoon - She was like “BAM-BAM-BAM!”

Ange - And my boyfriend Jay came fucking flying
out of the bar and fuckin'BAM knocked her out!
Hoon - He was like “BAM!"

AU - But didn’t he actually think it was a dude
or something?

Ange- No dude, he knew it was a chick.

Hoon - No. That’s not the truth.

Ange - He thought it was a dude?

Hoon - It was probably the crew cut that
confused him.

Ange - Totally!

Hoon - {did we mention Hoon is shit-faced?, well
he is} I will tell this story for the truth . The truth.
No the truth this story is. | really don't listen or
speak well. Here we go... the truth of this story is
Ben from Lucky Bar came up to Jay and | while we
were ordering rye and cokes at the bar and said,
“Angela is getting beat up, she’s outside.”

Ange - | was fucking fine by the way. | was holding
my own.

Hoon - So Jay and | like immediately walked away
from the bar and went outside and what we seen
was Angela getting punched in the face by some
chick...

Ange - Almost punched in the face.

Hoon - ..who looked like a man from behind. |
have to point that out, she looked like a dude
from behind.

Ange - She was a dude!

AU - Are we gonna get sued for libel here or
what?

Hoon -Yes, you might be sued for being libel.

Ange - Okay you wanna hear the censored version
that | tell my mother? My mom says, “Ange, what's
the name of your band?”| say, “Mom, the name of
my band is Lesbian Fist Magnet.” She’s like “Where
did that come from?” And | was like, “Mom. |

gotin a fight one night after drinking some rye
and cokes and some bad shit happened and |
punched out a dyke and then Jay punched out a
dyke and then we were banned from the bar for
like a year” and my mom was fucking fine””

Hoon - Actually it was kind of funny, when Jay was
diagnosed with cancer people were like “Oh we'll
have a benefit show at Lucky Bar and Jay was like
“Dude, I'm banned!”

AU - Back to the music.
Where does your intensity
coming from? Is it all pent up
aggression?

Ange - Oh yes totally! | was
a crack head baby. | ate
paint chips when | was in
elementary school and | got
beat up by my neighbors dog
like all the time. And did | mention that my mom
drank when she was pregnant with me? Cause

| totally have Fetal Alcohol Syndrome. But its
alright though because it seems to work for me.
AU - What'’s Hoon up to now? He looks busy
hitting on questionable ladies of the night.
Ange - That's Hoon for ya. Did you see him
tonight? He was wearing a fucking pair of pink
lacy panties over his jeans on stage. Where do you
think he got those?

AU - Where did they come from?

Hoon -1 think | gave them away but um...

Ange - No! Where did they come from?!

Hoon - Oh, where did they come from! Some
stupid bitch in Courtenay that | fucked her name
was (lawsuit waiting to happen) and you can

put that on the fucking record. (lawsuit waiting
to happen) is a slut and | fucked her six or seven
times.

Random guy - Anal?

Hoon - Yes.

[Lots of laughing]

Hoon - Four or five times

Ange - Well Jesus Christ!

AU - So this band is little different, because
are no other Victoria punk bands with female
singers that | know of.

Ange - No there isn't, not really. When Hoon and
I first decided that we were gonna put the band
together we would joke about it like... Oh great,
I'm a chick singer in a band full of guys so not
only and | gonna like have every fucking asshole
in the world hitting on me when we play a show.
The other problem is that, are people saying that
they really like us cause they really like us? Or are
people saying that they really like us because I'm
a chick singer in a band?

Hoon - And they want to fuck her.

Ange - Exactly.

AU - What might actually happen is that all the
girls/women will look up to you and you might
actually develop a lesbian foll

Ange - You know what's really funny about that?
We already have a lesbian following. On our
Myspace page we have Queer Records dot com,
who support gay and lesbian music from the
States. Yeah we're on their friends list. We also
have some lesbian comedian from New York. A
couple other dykes from the States have totally
found our site and are “Yeah, | love the Lesbian
Fist Magnet! They must think I'm a dyke. It's the
only way | can explain it. They must think | eat
pussy or something, because...

Hoon - You eat pussy, you're just not a dyke.
Ange - Yeah, you're fucking right.

Random Guy - | love you.

Hoon - How was the show tonight?

AU -The show tonight? Are you asking the
questions now?

Hoon - Yeah what's your opinion?... My name

is Hoon and I'm reporting live from Absolute
Underground and | got the fucking mic here

and | wanna say How the fuck do you feel about
Lesbian Fist Magnet's performance tonight?

AU - We'll the band made it on time, they gave
it 110 percent, it was a real team effort.

Hoon - I'd like to take the time to say that fucking
Ira’s a really good looking guy and everything he
has to say is like gold to me... | am Hoon and I'm
afag. (remember he’s drunk, and apparently gay)
AU - Lets talk now with the youngest member
of the group, G-Money Trash (golgotha). Do
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you hope to get with some lesbians because of
being in this band?

G-Money - I've gotten with twelve and a half
lesbians tonight! One of them was a midget
crippled orphan!

Ange - Yeah midget crippled orphan! Those are
the best kind!

G-Money - She was tight!

Ange - Like a toy gun?! (what the fuck does
that mean? I'll never know)

AU - | get a family feel from this band are you all
tight? (like a toy gun???)

Ange - You know what actually everybody in

the band right now except our drummer Ty are
members of the AWT drinking team.

G-Money - We hang out with each other more
than we even jam.

Ange - Yeah totally, we're the next generation of
AWT. We got Alcoholic White Trash and we've got
Lesbian Fist Magnet.

Hoon - (suddenly extra belligerently drunk) Yeah
fuck you all, you all fucking suck!

Ange - We're gonna rip shit up this summer. We
are playing the Cobalt with The Ripcords on

August 17th, Logan’s on 18th and then Campbell
River on the 19th, and then maybe Nanaimo on
the 20th.

AU-That’s wicked for a band just starting out.
Ange - Yeah its amazing. Everything just came
together. We've been talking about this band for
like two years ever since that fucking episode
where AWT went on tour with the Dayglo
Abortions and it came from their singer Murray
(Cretin). Murray was the one who came up with
the name, cause the boys were on tour and they
were talking about this fucking fight one night
and Murray was like “Yeah, you guys should like
make a band called Lesbian Fist Magnet and your
first album is going to be called Bring it on Dyke!”
And Jesus Bonehead and Jay made up t-shirts
that said Lesbian Fist Magnet - World Tour 2006.
That's like the real origin of Lesbian Fist Magnet.

Calgary’s Divinity was a few days
away from thrashing the hell out of
the Underground for there CD release
party. The place was hotter than hell,
packed with slobbering fans who
couldnt wait to get a taste of Allegory.
Since then its hit the shelves and
everyone is talking. If anyone is ready
to step out of local and take on the rest
of the planet, its these boys.

Just before the show, | hit up Sean
Jenkins, lead singer, and pick his brain.
You will be releasing your first
full-length album ALLEGORY

this saturday in Calgary at the
Underground, how are you guys
feeling about the CD Release?

It has been a crazy ride getting all

the details set and in place for the

CD release show and Canadian tour.

It seems something would go wrong
with just about every little detail but
we were able to persevere through
itall and now everything is in place
and it is ready to rip a new hole in the
scene. We are feeling totally excited
and ready destroy the stage.
When/where did you guys first start
recording and how was the journey?
We first started recording the album
way back in March 2005 at Alchemy
Studios in Calgary, Ab. Brett Duncan
was first to get started with the drum
parts. The journey then continued to
Sacha Laskow’s home studio called
Walk as Chaos and the drum edits
began along with the guitar and bass
tracks. The background type sounds
like keys and synths were completed
there as well. Then finally we went to
the Beach Studio and worked with

Grant Howarth to finish the
vocal tracks. The journey was
really long and we ran into many|
problems such as computer
failures and firing band
members but again we made
sure that no corner was cut and
that the album was solid.
Did you have all the songs
ready to go or did you do
alot of changes during this
time? Were some
written before?
And how did you
pick which ones
would be on the
album?

We had all the
songs written
before recording
but as they were
recorded they all
got some spicy
extra bits put in
to make each tune the best it could

be. Nothing major changed but lots of
tweaks here and there really brought
out the energy in each tune.

There are other metal heavyweights
from Calgary on the record including
Caveats Greg Musgrave as well as
AutoBody’s Jerrod ll-Lyster,
how did they get involved?

We are big fans of both bands and
wanted to get them to be a part of our
record some how. So we decided to
use Greg's brutal death growls to blend
in with some of the deathy vocal parts.
The same idea with Jerrod but we got
him to add in some awesome back-

up vocals to the clean singing parts
throughout the disc.

I think the title of the
album‘Allegory’is
quite utopian. What
made you think of that
or how did you decide
to nameiit?

We wanted to find a
way to describe the
entire album into one
word and we found

it with Allegory. Itis
defined as stories that have hidden
meanings and symbolize morals and
life experiences in general. Each song
on the disc tells a story with hidden
real life experiences so the title works
perfectly.

What day did you finish up and how
were you feeling as a band?

We finished the album and got it all
back from the duplicators on July 11,
which was about two or three weeks
before our tour. We were getting really
antsy but once it arrived we have felt

a great sense of pride in our hard work
and excitement to share it with the
metal scene around the world. Not

to mention the huge relief that it is
complete and now it is time reap the

The artwork for Allegory was done
by Mattias Noren who does amazing
work. Hes worked with tons of bands
such as Kamelot, Into Eternity,
Evergrey, and many more. You

took your album to the next step

by hiring someone to really make

an impact, as an artist & designer

I think it was a great move. Do you
feel it does justice to the album
itself?

Mattias did an amazing job. We sent
him our lyrics and what each song
meant and what Allegory meant and
had to somehow create an image
based on that. It took a few revisions
but it was kind of funny because every
suggestion we made to improve it
made seemed to make it worse. So in
the end we let him finalize it all and

it turned out great. We only got him

to do the front and back cover as one
piece and then | decided | could take
the elements from that and create the
rest of booklet. It took
me a long while but
was able to layout and

The mischievous grins
always give them away; it makes for an interesting and blundered
set. | always stand there and wonder, “What the fuck possessed them
to drop acid before a show?” | do not know the answer but | can tell
you that they love it intensely. They recently went through a Beer
Core Intervention; they are no longer allowed to mix the stage, with
hallucinogens. They have been in treatment for the last two months

and are doing well...

| asked Aaron from Epi-Demic which contagion they represent. He

didn’t give me an answer but | have a feeling that they are Typhoid
Fever. They are always lurking about, basking in filth. They have got
the look that makes the ladies feel weak in the knees and develop
anorexia; these guys are no common cold.

I first heard Epi-Demic when the Beer Core was just starting up; it was
our first Punk vs. Metal. They were a blast from the past borrowing
straight from 80’s hardcore and thrash. Bands like Cro-Mags, SS

Decontrol and Razor have had a hand in their sound. It was nice to

hear music like theirs coming out of the ashes of the Calgary scene.
They spawned from two other basement/ AA
bands, DCW (Diarrhea Clit Warriors) and Zombie
Escorts, neither of which were any good
according to the band. Straight out of high
school to the Beer Core stage, you'd never know
it. They bring it harder than most and do it with

aggressive wrath.

This band is truly in it for the fun of it, “If we get
to play, we're happy” says Aaron. Regardless

of this gung-ho attitude, their first aloum

was recorded a year ago and still hasn't been
released. After a long circular conversation,

I finally managed to get a release date out

of them. Epi-Demic will unleash “The Plague
Begins”in late August of 2007, a 12 song, DIY

disk.

What's the craziest thing that you
think you've done onstage?

Well getting 3rd degree burns and
spending a week in a hospital and

getting skin grafts, which was a New
Years show..

Was that with the flaming guitar?
No it was a flaming table, what
happened was..| was wearing spandex
at the time, which was very cool..
inverted cross, you know..Dead Jesus
embroided on, but instead of using
lighter fluid with the burning table, we
used hairspray, which stuck to my hat
and spandex when | went through the
burning table and | was on fire for over
aminute..but | finished the show, went
to a New Years party, and then went to
the hospital to get skin grafts..

Is Dead Jesus friends with Zombie
Jesus?

Zombie Jesus..errr never heard of him
Oh he’s a comic book character..
(laughter) Oh sorry, never heard of
him..Well we just play metal that we
enjoy and try to put on a good show,
and if people enjoy it then great

So you haven't played in a while, you
had a show about a month ago

Yeah we did two shows in Edmonton..
sold out both nights, did an all ages
show the next night, with our new
members we're just trying to get our
groove together and start destroying
the world again. We just signed a
contract with a management company
in the United States called Strictly
Heavy out of Chicago..they're gonna
help us get signed, help us do things
properly which we haven't done in
eight years, which is why we're still in
Edmonton..

The Seductively Sullen Big Top Quartet did a fine epilogue to their
careers before leaving the biz with a soft “bang”. Tragic way for such
a fine troupe of lassies to go..

“Get the fuck down on the ground’, commanded the beast-like
woman from the stage for the next act. Those in the back would
have missed out on the next few minutes of bendy bliss without
this type of dictation. Like Danny from The Shining, a flame covered
Visha peddeled onstage on a miniature tricycle to a clowny cooky
circus hymn. Her legs then stepped off the pedals and went behind
her ears as the music went into obscurity and she turned herself
into Regen from The Exorcist, contorting into knots the most brown
nosing boyscout couldn't tie.

If threesomes went right, there wouldn't be the sunset showdown
of two cowboys fighting over a damsel in a lighthearted dude ranch
romp. Turns out she would just as well “bang” herself than take one
of their six shooters. The puppet strings were then assembled for
the master’s death march as he tried out his formerly alive drones
for a bloody world conquest. The puppets were abused as the
strings yanked thier arms and legs like extended veins gripped
firmly in the master’s hands.

Like any sequel, there must be reoccuring themes from the past
movie present in the
newest entry. The aptly
named Bordello Of Blush

would bring burlesque back for the third time in a row, now with
drunken perverts trying aimlessly to grope each one as they are
introduced. With so much flesh exposed in the end of the set, the
eye has a hard time fitting it all in. So little time, which ass to look
at??

Lastly, the wheel of misfortune was given a churn as one unlucky
contestant spun herself into certain torture and death offstage.
Lurking in the shadows for most of the night, the maestro of the
symphony Demonika finally took stage bearing curled goat horns
and took a crank at the wheel. The sperm creepers who looked as if
they had come out of the caves in The Descent prepared a plate of
needles which the cruel “evil Bob Barker” Jake punctured into her
withering flesh. With more than a few in each arm, the cave dwellers
took fire to each of them, making Demonika a human firefly.

And then the popcorn machines were packed up, the animals put
back in their cages and the circus tent folded up. An end to another
Symphony. For once on Canada Day | would celebrate that our
country allows shows like this to happen. The only way to make it
better is if it were a travelling fest of oddities, rather than one fucked
up day of the year.

I hadn't been to a Warped Tour in years, and

that was just fine with me. After seeing more
than a few in the 90’s | was convinced my best
Warped Tour days were behind me. | had done
the research online for this year’s line up and |
wasn't impressed. Out of the 65 bands on the tour
I found around 6 | knew or wanted to check out
for the first time. No thanks - too much work for
a weak payoff. Yea, | was among the haters who'd
had enough and was satisfied to play critic from

a distance. Enter Live Nation with a couple free
tickets and an email from Absolute Underground,
asking if | would do a few interviews. After all that
finger-pointing and against everything | thought
I stood for, | was headed to the Warped Tour one
more time.

After | found Ira with our press passes and we
cruised Security, like we fucking owned the
place’l decided | was glad | gave the tour another
chance. The layout was the standard festival
set-up with 7 stages scattered around the upper
and lower fields, each with their own sound and
security crews. Sponsor and Band merchandise
tables everywhere. One thing | really dug was
the way so many of the smaller bands were out
waving huge, cardboard signs with their band
name, stage and set times listed in big bright
lettering. An inventive idea that helped many
people like me discover bands they would've
probably never heard. But that's not how | found
Mike V and his knew band Revolution Mother on
the Luck 13 stage. That was by pure fluke.l caught
up with the legendary skater after his ripping
set....

MIKE V of REVOLUTION MOTHER

AU: Mike, you've played Slam City Jam w/ Mike
V and the Rats, what’s up with the new band
on the Warped Tour?

MIKE V: Jason Hampton, the guitarist, was in the
Rats. We got together about a year and a half ago.
Mike V and the Rats started as a project type band
and as we kind of rolled along we started feeling
better about what we were doing - and we knew
wanted to pursue music...so we re-grouped as
Revolution Mother, brought in a new rhythm
section and here we are.

AU: You're involved in Skateboarding, Film, TV,
skate company shit etc...how do you balance it
all with a new band and is Revolution Mother

going to be a priority?

MIKE V: Well, we're doing
it...we're on the entire
Warped Tour and we're
looking at stuff after as
well. This is real for us. As
far as balance goes...it's
my job to balance it. |
recon you only live one
time, you get one time
around, so I'm going

to pack as much living
in that one time as
possible.

AU: How do you

feel about the size
of the Warped

Tour and corporate
involvement...is this
punk rock?

MIKE V: Weather its punk
rock or skateboarding

- whatever it is we're
talking about - | can't
worry about how it's
being packaged or what

other
people
are
doing
with

it. I look
for my

opportunities
to step in,
speak my peace,
my presence and try to share the way that | was
affected as a young person by punk-rock music
and skateboarding. It affected me in a profound
way. I've always looked at it as a responsibility in
a sense — to pass the torch on, to get out there,
to use whatever venue is available to me to
participate...and | try to cover all the bases, you
know, I try to be as grass roots as possible, even
in the biggest most mainstream current...I try to
hang-out on the banks and on the shore a bit.

You know, something happened along the way,
money came into the picture and that changes
everything. | don’t think the people who are
doing the Warped Tour are bad people. | think
they're trying to promote this culture and this
lifestyle and also take care of all the bands so that
they can make a living doing this thing we love
to do....I don't think any of that's bad. | do think
people get off track. At some point they forget
where they're coming from. | try to always live in
the moment and remember who | am.

AU: What's next then for a guy who's done it all in
such a short time...are you gonna run for office?

MIKE V: Yea, | don’t know. Like | said...I just pack it
allin. I love life man - love every breath - and | try
to make the most of it.

JIM FROM PENNYWISE

AU: | know you guys
have been around the
tour for quite a while
—and a lot has changed
in the last 10 years - do
you ever feel out of place
among so many people
just now discovering it?

JIM: No. It's cool to see

the fan base start to evolve. There’s a lot of kids
but you'll see a 40 year old guy out there as well
that's sticking with the band and the tour. So

little one-square mile beach town. And then at
the end of it | was kind of writing about what it's
like to follow in these band’s footsteps now

that | have kids. It was pretty easy...| just wrote
about what every stage was like for me and how
crazy it was being someone who was a totally
rebellious little kid myself...and then trying to
be a figure or authority for my own kids...then
writing songs like Fuck Authority! It's kind of one
of those things where you're trying to teach your
kids from your experiences and the ways that
you screwed up as a kid and try and give some
examples to learn by...hopefully.

AU: 1 got handed a flyer from Vancouver’s The
Johnsons ...it says they're bringing Punk-
Rock back to the Warped Tour. Did Emo and
Screamo put punk on the backburner here for
awhile?

JIM: I think it did a little bit more on the last few
tours but it (punk) seems to be, on this one, a little
more represented. Obviously we went through

a stage where bands like My Chemical Romance
were taking over. We kind of actively took a few
years off. We didn't want to be the house band for
the Warped Tour.
So we kind of did
our own tours
for a while. Now
we figured it was
agood time to
come back. And
we always have
agreat time. On
your own tours
you're just sitting
around all day
waiting to play at
11:00. Here you
get to experience
everything and
get turned on

to new bands.
There’s a band
called Gallows on
this tour that are
just ripping...so
every year you
get turned onto
something new.

AU: Standard
closing
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question...what’s next for Pennywise?

JIM: You know, | think there’s a certain point after
you've put out an album and you've done a tour
you're like, ‘Ok, what do we have to say, you know,
we've been around a long time!No one in the
band wants to be in a situation where we're just
cashing a cheque or just writing songs so people
have another 14 PW songs. So there’s a little
trepidation, wondering where we're going to go.
And then, all of a sudden, Randy writes a great
song, Fletcher comes up with something really
cool, I'll write something I think people would get
something out of and I'm like, “Fuck, we've already
got 10 great songs | know PW fans are going to
dig”” So why deprive them and us of that.

AU: You wrote the songs to be played right?

JIM: Yea, so let’s get out and do it. | think people
will let us know when there’s no one at the shows
and everyone's telling us to hang to hang it up,
then we'll know it’s time. But we've still got some
great records and some great songs in us. And
probably some great tours as well. For example,
Bad Religion and The Circle Jerks still sound great
and that's what it’s all about.

The list of possible Warped Tour haters is a
lengthy one. But | think it’s time to remove

my name from it. The Queers, U.S. Bombs,
Propagandhi, Guttermouth, NOFX - all have
controversial histories with the tour for various
reasons. Everything from hard-core drug use

to conflicting views on same sex marriage. The
Lawrence Arms were supposedly kicked off, and
then outright banned from the tour, when singer
Brendan Kelly declared (on stage) that the tour
was helping kill smaller concert venues and all-
ages gigs.

Yes indeed, The Warped Tour is an easy mark for
people who take issue with the mainstream music
world’s adoption of punk culture. But fuck it. In
the end the tour is about the music and the fans.
Ignore the sponsors and the hype. When | see
small bands loading their own gear and making a
ton of new fans every new town they hit, | know
the tour still has its heart in the right place. And
when | can accidentally stumbled upon bands like
The Automatic - from Wales - giving one of the
most powerful, explosive live performances I've
ever witnessed - | can't help but look forward to
next years Warped Tour and all the new music it's
going to bring my way.
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BEEFCAKE THE MIGHTY

B - It's a GWAR one (laughs)..Casey left and they called me..they
were like you play guitar, but you fit the part, you play bass.
AU - Since you joined did you
change on the costume?

B -We try to keep it in the
same vein..like a cross between
a Roman and a samurai, just
because with my breastplate |
can't bend over, so it has to be
layered.

AU - Have you been to the shop WS-ty
where they make all the props? ¥
B - Slavepit, of course, | fuckin work
there!

AU - Do you build all the stuff?

B - 1don't build all the stuff, it's
more like McGuire, Brockie... they
build all the stuff.

AU - So is the show already
evolving for next tour?

B - Yeah, but we're only gonna have
a couple of weeks off before the Fall
tour, so it won't evolve at all, just stay
this way. Then in the winter we're
going to record again.

AU - Is it hard to keep a running
theme for celebrities, it’s mostly
like current events right

B - Yeah pretty much, whatevers hot
you know.

TAKES TIME OUT FROM NXNE
TO TALK SHOP

I'm here at the NXNE conference with Dixon Christie, founder,
editor and producer of the internet magazine PunkTV. Dixon,
tell us how this great idea all started.

Well I have been writing most of my life and my passion for music
and interviewing bands lead me to publish my own newsprint
magazine called ‘Entertainment News' | learned quickly what
non-stop anal raping and prostitution to the labels it was - very
hard being the guy wearing the creative hat and trying to collect
the money, so | needed to find something more enjoyable to work

With turbonegro coming
to Toronto on September
22 at the Phoenix Concert Theatre and then hit
Vancouver on Oct. 11 at the Commodore, | figured
I would phone up Happy Tom and see what they
up to with this rare visit to Canada.

1) Are you stoked to come to the Westcoast of
Kanada or land of the midnight sun as we call
it because of all the weed growers.

Yes, we're from the land of the midnight sun
ourselves as we call it because of all the meth
factories, haha. Plus the fact that we have a
midnight sun too.

2) Why has it taken you so long to come here?ls
it because you are afraid of our superior weed
and beer?

Havn't had the chance to be scared of it yet, but
will give it a serious try. We've played Toronto and
Montreal, with their separatist faces.

3) What kind of shape is Hank in?ls he ready
to tour?

Hank is in a big shape these days, fit for fight,
following a strict Deathpunk Work-out Regime.
He's taken up a martial art called Valtudo, where
there are no rules whatsoever, except that eye
poking is considered faggy.

4) Are you down with kanadian
punkrock?What bands do you like from
Kanada?

I saw DOA in Eugene Oregon in 1983 and it
changed my life. Fenris from Darkthrone and

I have a chapter of the international Beyond
Possession Fan Club. SNFU, Simply Saucer, Pointed
Sticks, a lot of stuff. Were Night Ranger from
Saskatoon? Euroboy turned me on to Fucked Up
from Toronto, great band!

5) Tell us about the new record ?Are the fans
loving it or what?

Retox is like getting a big, dark pat on the back.
It's like Jesus giving you a wet ol hug and flipping
you the bird at the same time. It's done pretty
good over here, charted no 2 on the Norwegian
album chart and no 3 on the Swedish. Our fans
are so dedicated that they often have a hard time
accepting the new record everytime we put out
a new record, to them a new Turbo record is like
ared-headed step-child that they like to slap
around a lot to begin with but then embrace as
their own, eventually. Soundwise we wanted to
revive that special era in 82/83 when punk rock
and hard rock had gotten past the petting stage
and now were sucking each other
off and eating each others balls
and ass. Basically the best skate
rock record that didn’t come in
1983, if you please.

6) who is the dude on the cover
of RETOX?Are all the scensters
wearing studed retox jackets
already?

It was Matias who made the
cover who came up with that
guy, we call him the Baltic,
because he looks like the speed
dealers who come to Scandinavia
from Lithuania, Poland etc; short
hair with highlights and a leather
jacket. Havn't seen any scenesters
with one of those yet, however
bear in mind that we no longer
deal with the hipster universe,

in Scandinavia we now have the
status of folk heroes, sort of a
combination of Creedence/ZZ
Top/Woody Guthrie and The
Child Molesters/Crime/The Dead
Boys, and the hipsters can't seem
to deal with that. We're high
culture at its lowest. Or perhaps
vice-versa, | don't know, | got
drunk and lost track.

in the 80s. What happened is | wore it out, had

to re-fret it with chrome and keep it constantly
adjusted until it basically gave up, got a gold rolex
and moved to a retirement community in Florida
where he now walks around saying “oy vey! be a
MENSCH!"in those rad white velcro-instead-of-
shoelaces shoes that old timers wear when they
go powerwalking at the mall. Now that was ONE
BASS that was glad to get the hell out of Germany.
I got the black one when we were mixing Retox

in NYC. The color choice was a drunken strategy
to try to shoehorn the band’s image into the Goth
segment.

8) Tell me what you know about the JAK'S
Team. How you heard about them and what is
your afilliation? Do you still skate?

I've been a huge JAK'S fan since the 80s, | even
played drums in a band called The Daggers
named after the JAK'S bad guys in the Thrashin
movie. | was surprised and EXTREMELY stoked
when Jono Jak handed me my colors out of

the blue in San Antonio this March. | am in the
Scandinavian Division, which | guess due to the
midnight sun connection is a sub-division of the
Victoria/Vancouver JAK'S. Only other one up here
I know about is Theo Jak who has been living in
Stockholm for quite a few years now. Of course

I don't skate anymore, | am WAY too fragile and
brittle.

9) Tell me about “THE SAGA OF THE DENIM
PEOPLE"

That is the title of the official Turbo biography that
will be out in Norway this fall. It's a pretty harsh
read, it’s like a heroic epos in a way, about a bunch
of fucking assholes who never deserved the
success they SOMEHOW achieved. Basically it's
sort of like The Dirt except we have high 1Qs, less
money, better riffs and there’s not as many breast
implants in the equation.

10) Since you guys are from Norway ,How
many of the band have burned churches
down?

None. Pal, Chris and | are from Follo (home of
Pamparius Pizza), the same small suburban
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area were Mayhem, Darkthrone, Satyricon and
Dimmu Borgir are from, so we grew up with
that. Euronymous was a good friend, then that
nazi weasel jerk rich kid killed him. 1993 was

an intense year in Norway. They burned down
the wrong churches, the cool ones with all the
elaborate woodwork from when the Vikings had
just been christened, instead of the new ugly
ones.

11) In Kanada we love to shoot guns and hunt
wild animals...Maybe you will come with me
and shoot bears or maybe we will shoot an
eagle out of the sky.Would you like this?

It would all end in tears.

12) Has your mom seen TURBONEGRO play?
What does she think of the band?

Yes, she’s seen us a bunch of time. She thinks
we are great but claims that we would have way
more “supporters” (fans?) if we “didn’t act like
thugs and cuss so much”.

13) why did the band break up back in the
90’s and what did each of you do during that
time?ls breaking up hard to do?

We broke up in 1998 because Hank'’s heroin habit
made it impossible to keep things going. From
then until we reformed in 2002 Hank was working
ata whale hunting museum in the Lofoten Islands
up north, Rune became a record industry exec,
Knut and Chris played in The Euro Boys, Pal went
to film school in New Zealand and | worked as a
market analyst and writer for television.

14) How did the turbojugend come about?

We started Turbojugend as joke, printed up

some diplomas that we gave to friends and then
our buddies in Hamburg started organizing it

at a new level and since then it has just grown
insanely. Basically the idea was that since Kiss
have an Army, we'll have a Navy.

15) Tell us about the song writing process...
who writes what?

Knut and | come up with riffs and lyric ideas at
home, then we move it into the Riff Lab, a small
room with two guitars and two guitar amps

and a lot of beer. After that we start arranging
together with Chris and then we record the basic
tracks and finally work out the complete lyrics,
sometimes together with Hank if he’s up to it,
then lay the vocals and then the leads and all the
fun stuff.

16) How did you come up with the name
TURBONEGRO?

Pal had been eating micro dots for a while, and sa
the word “Turbonegro” sprayed on the wall of a
bridge underpass along the railroad tracks on the
way to rehearsel in town. He told us about how
he had just seen the best band name in the world
and we immediately took it. Then, the next day,
he was on the train again and the grafitti was not
there. Nor was there any traces of it. So it was just
Pél tripping, seeing it inside his eyelids / head.

| was more than a little nervous. As

a young boy, seeing pictures of the
King in various magazines had always
somehow frightened and intrigued
me. | was instantly soothed by his soft
accent and thoughtful disposition.
Apart from the new album, Give Me
Your Soul... Please, we talk about
cremation accidents, Satanism and
other everyday things you'd catch in a
King Diamond conversation.

AU- What were your musical
influences back in 1981 when you
started Mercyful Fate with members
coming from punk band The Bratz,
and you from Black Rose.

KING DIAMOND - Well my influences
at the time were early 70's progressive
stuff, you know? Some of the classic
bands, and some of the more obscure
bands, Uriah Heep for instance, you
know the vocalist David Byron who
used to be in Spice is an all time
favorite singer. Robert Plant, Halford,
that all inspired me. Black Sabbath,
Deep Purple, Jethro Tull and then the
more obscure things like Lucifer’s
Friend, Atomic Rooster, so in the early
70s I'd say that's the biggest influence.

AU -What influenced you to be so
theatrical at the time?

KD - Well it probably had something
to do with Alice Cooper, in'75

in Copenhagen when he did his
Nightmare tour. The theatrics in that
blew me away man, it was something
that | could take home with me and
relive over and over whenever | heard
the album; it was worth the money for
going to the show. | also saw another
band that was extremely theatrical
and that was Genesis, you know...saw
them back in ‘74 when they did the
tour for The Lamb Lies Down On
Broadway.

AU - That whole rock opera..

And
that really took off with at first Mercyful
Fate and then with King Diamond, it
got very theatrical you know.

Must
be a new religion’, so | picked up the
book and wanted to read what that
side says and | pick it up just thinking
it’s a Bible and it’s really a lot of sound
life philosophies, pretty much seeing
in print how | was living my life, and

| could totally relate to this book,
called the Satanic Bible, which | think
is totally misleading, and that’s the
philosophical side, it’s not even part of
the occult side.

AU -They don’t mention anything
like that in the book, animal killings.

KD - Yeah and with that there’s a lot

of misunderstanding, the right facts
aren't there...and a lot of people come
up and ask me “Are you a Satanist?”and
before | even answer that question I'll
need to ask them something first.

AU -Like “What’s your take on
Satanism?”

KD - Yeah if they describe someone
living life with that kind of philosophy
that's explained in the book, then | can
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sort of done my own thing.

AU - Where you guys at all influenced
by Brian May’s sound on the first two
Queen albums?

KD - Oh | love those two albums man,
amazing vocal work and the overall
musicianship is amazing. | remember
the song “Keep Yourself Alive” from
the first album, | heard that the first
time when | was camping with my
parents. Once a week, or twice a week
at 3pm there was a radio show and
they always played the latest heavy
rock bands and | blasted it out there,
and was like “What the hell is that..,
and | couldn’t wait to get home, you
know, from that vacation, and run into
the record store and ask for the new
Queen, and it wasn't there so | called
and called and finally it was there, so
Iranin and got it, put it on and was
like..”Wow". Then they were supposed
to come and play in Copenhagen, and
it was supposed to be like 1600 people
you know, but it got cancelled, and |
went in there and hadn't heard it was
cancelled, because they just sold 100
tickets! Then they did the next album
and came back and did a few shows in
Copenhagen, they were an awesome
band to see live.

AU - How did you acquire the human
skeleton Melissa?

KD - Well that goes back to the time we
just started Mercyful Fate, it was one of
my brother’s own classmates. His Dad

mean in the past | had a black cape
that would catch fire and run off my
back, but there was stuff that was
more dangerous during the cremation
songs, where at one time it almost did
go completely wrong because... there
is some liquid, some very flammable
liquid that they pour in a certain area
of the coffin that should not be poured
in there when there’s five minutes left
before you do the trick. There was

one show where the guy who was
supposed to fill it was busy doing
something else and he asked another
crew member, “Could you do that?”,
you know and that crew member was
obviously a little uneasy about the
whole thing, and just to make sure he
didn’t do anything wrong, he poured
the liquid way too early. So things are
just fuming in the coffin on the inside,
so when they put me in and things
start happening, they close it up, so

if they were to nail it in and box it up,
the coffin would have exploded, had
it gone that far. But the second they
were sliding me in the coffin | was like
“Oh my God, what is this shit. | can’t
breathe in here man, I'm breathing
fumes’, | would have burned my lungs
out if that were to happen. So when
they tried to close the lid of the coffin, |
was fearing for my life and making sure
they couldn’t close it. They were trying
and trying, and | was trying to make
sure they couldn’t! Eventually when
they couldn’t close it they didn’t know
what was wrong, they just aborted

the trick, and | just came coughing,
flying out of that coffin you know
(laughs).. Screaming “Are you fucking
trying to kill me”. And then they had
realized what they had done, but | had
breathed so much of that shit in my
lungs that it was hard for me to do the
show you know. It was a close call you
know, had they succeeded in pressing
my legs together and closing that
thing | don't know what would have
happened. The next thing, in the trick
where | would have gotten out of there
was when they pry open the coffin you
know, so it was a bit of a close call.

AU - Is it true that Gene Simmons
sent a cease and desist order to you
over your makeup design?

KD -Well a long time ago, when we
were recording the Conspiracy album
and the cover was done, the one

with my face on it, it was true at that
time that the record label’s lawyers
got letters from their lawyers that
they didn't approve of the makeup or
something like that. That they would
like to see it changed, you know. At
that point, first of all it was pretty
pathetic. The first album that | was
talking about compared to the album
by then, you know. A two year old
could tell the difference. So it was kind
of ridiculous to bring up in the first
place, and they had just released Lick It
Up at the time and after they dropped
the makeup | don't think they did as
well as they did with the makeup on.
(Record company exec cuts in and says
we have five minutes, | still have a lot
of questions and hope he lets it go
longer)

KD (continues) - | guess they may have
thought that it might have been a
good thing for them, but the matter
of the whole thing is that the makeup
had already been changed at that
point also to the Conspiracy makeup
and all that really happened was the
record label said that they might have
a problem with it, but the makeup was
already changed, and they showed
them the makeup and they said it was
fine. The press ridiculed the whole
thing at the time, they thought it was a
very cool thing, and it kind of backfired
for them, it's just one of those things,
who cares, you know, it's just one of
those tiny things when you look back
on your career, and | think they were

a great band, you know. I've enjoyed
them many times. So | don't have any
problems, | don't know if they have
any problems. They kind of started it
back then, so it doesn’t matter to me
(laughs)

AU - Who is the painting on the new
album by, will it follow a storyline?

KD - You know I've never really paid



attention to who painted it, and that’s probably
very bad of me. | can't tell you the country the
guy is from, but he’s very skillful, but | have been
asked by many journalists by now, “Is it true that
the story is inspired by this painting?’, that's

what they've heard and it's not true, no. What
happened was | had a lot of ideas for the story,
and | write them all down, a lot of ideas that I'd
like to happen, to create a preview and a mood.
Then | show Andy all that stuff, and he starts
writing music, and automatically a lot of those
moods from those things I've been writing down
show up in the music. At that point we got a call
from the Danish distributor and he said he visited
this gallery and saw this painting and said we
should check it out, and we did and were like

“Oh wow man, it's so cool, we should buy it’, so
we did that. We had a few problems because it
made it harder for me to do my story, like now

| have to incorporate the cover into the story,

so we removed the eyeballs and the hands and
added a frame to the painting to make it look like
a mirror, and the frame around it is taken straight
from the mirror in my hallway, and we added that
shadow to make it look like someone was looking
in the mirror, standing in front of it. It could be the
person who is about to listen to the album. So we
changed some things and we wrote in the title. So
we refined the cover, and we refined the story to
fit the cover.

AU - Do you still collect obscure metal vinyl? If
so what have you scored lately?

KD - Ehh not vinyl, | haven't been able to play,
since I don't have a turntable. I still have all my
rarities in a closet, you know, | have nothing to
play them on anymore, haven't had a turntable in
about ten years but | still have a lot of those vinyls
because they're limited editions. Even back then
you got a piece of paper that would actually hold
the vinyl and the lyrics printed on it, like Sabbath
Bloody Sabbath, that's the only way | found out
that Rick Wakeman from Yes played keyboards

on it. I have an old Captain Beyond that has a 3-D
thing on the front cover. | have a lot of rare...uh...

vinyl things, just nothing to play them on! But
I've been searching for a long time, you know it's
taken many many years to build up a collection,
like maybe three or four percent of those vinyls |
want to get on CD | haven't been able to get, and
then I've gotten a lot of things on CD that | didn't
know existed..

AU -Is it true
you have a

lot of cats?
What are their
names?

KD - | have

one cat now, |
used to have
three, and her
name is Magic
and she is also
appearing in
the story on the
latest album

AU - What was
it like playing
with Metallica
25 years ago?

KD - Oh that
was just one
time, | think
itwas in
Gothenburg Sweden, when they had released
Ride The Lightning or something like that, but
the first time we met them was in San Francisco
in 84 on the First Mercyful Fate tour and they
came to the show and we heard they had a
Danish drummer in this band, and that’s when we
hooked up the first time, and they came onstage
and headbanged during the encores you know

AU - Did you get along well with Lars then?

KD - Oh yeah man, | mean big time, right off the
bat...His first concert ever in Denmark | was at
too, | think he was 12 years old back then, he was
seeing Deep Purple playing in Copenhagen, and |

was at that show too. It was kind of a funny thing,
we were big Deep Purple fans, a show that was on
Danish TV that you can now buy on DVD, but uh,
we hit it right off you know, same with the other
guys, James, Kirk, you know they're all really good
guys and | have a high respect for them too you
know

KD - How did that happen, ehhh, | don’t know
where the initial contact came from, but | talked

not its different, | want to be a part of it. So they
sent me the scripts and | read them and found out
what they were about, and then | went in and did
the different versions, you know, three different
voices for each character so they would have
something to choose from, and it worked out and
it was fun doing it too.

AU - So what else can you tell us about the
album?

KD -There is something about the story that is
very unique and that’s that the story for the first
time is happening in real time, it happens as you
hear the album. So nothing happens in the past
tense, like in an effort to bring the listener even
closer to the story, like when they read the lyrics
and are listening to it and feel the whole thing
with the music, I'd like them to feel much closer
this time to what's going on.

AU - What are some of your favorite horror
movies?

KD - Some of my favorites | would say are more
of the psychological horror movies like The
Shining, for instance. Pet Sematary, too. | thought
it was very close to the actual book, and some of
the new Japanese ones like The Grudge. Some
vampire movies like The Hunger | thought were
absolutely amazing too, those are some of my
favorites. | enjoy a lot of horror movies but those
are some favorites. Jack Nicholson is absolutely
insane in The Shining and that is probably my
favorite.

AU - Any horror literature?

KD - I haven't read any for a long time now, it must
be seven or eight years since I've read a book,
cause | used to use it for relaxing, and these days,
you know, it's more like watch a movie or go to
an auto race or maybe play a video game. That's
a good way to relax for me. | have a lot of books
though, and one of those writers | enjoyed the
most was a guy called James Herbert, a British
horror writer, and he wrote some amazing stuff
and Stephen King, Dean Koontz, and | do know
that | would still enjoy them today if | picked up
their books. (Record exec cuts in and cuts it short;
my time with the King is up)

AU - On the concepts, how
much relates to Voluspa,
the origin and end of the
world?

So that was very
focused around that, but otherwise | try to find different interesting
stories to do lyrics about, so it’s not always about the mythology

AU - Have you ever thought of writing fiction?

J- Actually I have kind of thought about it but I'm just way too lazy
to write a novel or something..

AU - Just leave it to the lyrics..
J-Yeah lyrics are easy, it's only like one page

AU - With the mythology, they were the first people to discover

AU - The Viking instruments, flutes and different forms of
percussion, have you ever thought of putting those things into
your music?

Back around April this guy from our new label UNREST RECORDS showed up at my
house and said he wanted to send us over to Europe with the Accused... in May.
Bonehead kissed his golf club goodbye. | said “Fuck, where’s my bass?”We practiced
twice and we were on a plane. We flew from Victoria to Vancouver and met the
GOLERS, who would be the opening band, at the airport. | think they had been there
drinking all day and Jason Mosdell showed me a huge bag of prescription drugs.

We flew to Amsterdam and then had to drive to Berlin to meet up with the Accused.

Next we drove all day to get to Prague crossing through the most relaxed border
crossing ever. We got there at about midnight and drove around forever trying to find
the hotel.

The hotel was right next to a bar where the guy said they were closed when we
went home. The next day we played our first show in this place that seemed like a
community center. They made this lentil vegan stuff for food and served it up to the
bands in an old army container. All the bands kind of got off to a rough start but hey
it was the fisrt show and it was over by 10. Back to the bar by the hotel and got weed
from the d,j. .Boom!

The next day we drove to Krakow, where the Jewish ghetto used to be. The streets
there are so narrow the vans hardly made it. The place was underground like a bomb
shelter. You gotta love loading in two Marshal Stacks and a giant Ampeg down narrow
stairs into a dungeon. After the show Me and Gymbo walked down to the donair shop
that the Golers had gone to three times already but there was drunk jocks everywhere
so we had to bail. Everyone was staying at the hostel but they couldn't fit everyone so
me and Gymbo slept on some strangers floor and Cretin slept in the van.

Next morning we went to Auschwitz. Everyone got all bummed out and had bad
dreams after. Then we drove to Warclaw and played at a squat. The cops there are
really harsh and we found out you can get arrested for not wearing a shirt. | stayed

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at the hotel but in the morning | heard that the Golers couldn't find their bass player
Stuart and it turned out he had passed out on the toilet and was still in there sleeping.
He was super bummed because he smelled like 1000 punks piss and he only had one
T shirt with him.

Poland was cool but I'm more of a Deutschland man so | was happy to head to Leipzig.

It was a long drive and Derek from the Golers lost one shoe along the way. This chick
fro I think Seattle lives there and she hooked us up with the best vegan food I've ever
had. The show was not great in attendance which was good because Cretin decided to
tune to D and it fucked everyone else up. Then it was back to the squat but | couldn’t
handle the dust so | slept in the van which was about 1000 degrees. | woke up sick but
menwhile back at the squat it was more killer vegan food. Next we had a couple days
off so went to Berlin and drank in a beer garden which really is a garden.

After a couple days off we were all rested up for my favorite city...Hamburg.

Hamburg rules it’s better than Amsterdam. The bars never close the cops don't give
a fuck and the beer is so good. The show went off and after we drank till the sun
came up on the Reeperbahn then we all slept in a room full of bunk beds where | saw
mice earlier that day. The following day we had a three hour drive to Sneek in the
Netherlands that took us nine hours and on the way one of the vans got into a little
fender bender. The “tour manager” named Big Rock suggested that we had to call
the pigs and report it but everyone said fuck that .We got to the show and there was
a coffee shop that had weed so we walked down and on the way | met these guys
that were fishing for eels in the river. We played the show then left that night for Ulm
Germany.

Ulm is cool. We've played there three times so it was nice to see some old friends. They
have this ancient old church in the old town that is the tallest in Europe.

Next up was Munich. The boys from MUNICIPAL WASTE showed up and played Actin’
Like Black Sabbath with us on stage then the Accused played so good that night we




were blown away. Then it turned into a piss up at which point our merch guy Arnold... he
wouldn't let up about Big Rock wanting to call the pigs and ended up punching Big Rock’s
lights out so we had to fire him and drop him off at the airport. So it was off to Austria
without a merch guy. The show was in Vienna and we played with a killer band from Dallas
Texas called A.N.S. Mike Patton was in town so he showed up and had a couple beers with us

and the Accused.

Next we drove straight to Ljubljana Slovenia and there was
no border. The place we played used to be a jail. The show
was insane and we played our best show yet. It was Walter
from the Golers thirty eighth birthday and he got so drunk
he couldn’t walk. We left that night after the show and drove
for twenty-four hours through Italy and France.

After a whole day of driving we got to Bilbao Spain where
we played a huge show for about two thousand people with
Suicidal Tendencies and Il Nino. That may have been the
coolest show I've ever played. | met this kid named Typhon
who ended up showing up at the next three shows.

Off to Madrid which was weird because we just did that
huge show and now this was a small club. My bro Merlin
from Canadia showed up. That night was pretty uneventful
but the next night we were in Barcelona with Suicidal again.
As soon as we got there we fucked off and ate shell fish then

swam in the Mediterranean. When | got back | had missed sound check and everyone was
freakin. The show was huge and us and the Golers, Accused and Suicidal all went drinking

across the street at Pepee’s a cool rock bar.

| was waved into the Kathedral and immediately
was greeted by a cheery Fox Tard. | couldn’t
holdback my laughter as | caught a glimpse of
his swollen belly, and his t-shirt which read, “John

Tard'’s baby!” We shook hands, and made our way
over to an enthusiastic looking John Tard. Again |
blurted out laughter, but this time it was because
of John’s old N'SYNC t-shirt. It looked well worn,
and l assumed it to be his favorite shirt in his
dresser. The two Tards told me to hold tight as
they gathered up the other band members.

The last two Tards, Gus and Le, were now
positioned in front of me; John motioned for me
to follow the quartet down a lifeless stairwell and
into the musty basement. As | looked around

the dingy cellar, searching for the perfect spot

to do the interview, | ran into D.O.A's own, Joey
Shithead and Randy Rampage. They gave me a,
“What'’s up!’, and made my night. | found a well
used sofa, for the band to sit on, and my barrage
of questions was about to infect the ears of
Toronto’s own, The 3Tards.

Vern: Well guys, | am excited for the show
tonight, and I thank you for your time. So,
how long have you guys been terrorizing the
G.T.A?

John: Since December of 2001. This lineup is just
about a year old.

Fox (pointing at a giddy Le): Next month will
officially be his one year mark.

John: We have probably played thirty shows
within this last year.

Vern: Why are you guys called The 3Tards,
when there are four of you in the band?

Fox: Oh great, this question again.

Le: It’s kind of like we just forgot to do the math.
Gus: It's because there are three musicians, and
fuckin’fucko here! (Pointing at a laughing John)
Fox: Yeah, we're just a bunch of 3tards...we can't
count!

John: Every time | get asked this question, |
answer it the same way. | say, “Are you serious?’,
then | pause for a moment, making the
interviewer feel stupid, and then | tell them that |
should have done the math!

Vern: You guys have quite a unique style of
punk rock...what are some of your influences?
John: Well, we are a punk band with a punk
attitude, a sense of humor, and we also have
metal roots. We have it all: Gus, the old drummer
from Canada’s greatest thrash band, Sacrifice. Le,
the ex-guitarist from Suckubismorticus. And we
have Fox, coming out of my ass! (The bunch of
us laughed hard enough to awaken a few tired
spiders)

Vern: | like the clever names that you guys
have...have you ever thought of the name, Leo
Tard?

John: Yeah we have thought of Leo Tard.
(Pointing at Le) Le comes pretty close to Leo. We
have a bunch of names like Leo Tard, Mus Tard...
Fox: Cus Tard.

John: We have a shit load of them, but we
thought with Le being French, his name was a
perfect fit.

Vern: With who have you had some of your
more memorable shows?

Fox (immediately): The Misfits.

John: I've been really excited with the way D.O.A.
has been treating us. They're just so great to work
with; they really treat us nice.

Gus: | love playing with The Antics.

John: We like the local bands that have fought
their way up with us. You know the kind of guys
that have always got your back if something goes
down.

Vern: How many times have you played with
D.0.A.?

John: This will be our second time.

Vern: Where do you draw the best crowds?
John: Well, we've had a lot of
500 plus shows here in Toronto.
The punk scene is really alive
and well here. Every show here
is fucking insane.

Fox: | say our best show was
the last time we played with the
Forgotten Rebels.

Gus (nodding in agreement):
Yeah that one was fucking
ripping!

John: Whenever we play with
the Rebels, it is fucking crazy.
Vern: | know that you'll be
out west this fall...are there
any towns that you guys are
particularly looking forward
to play?

John: I'm telling you right
now that | am dying to play
Vancouver, and | know Le is
dying to play Canmore, Alberta.
Le: I've played there twice
before, and it is great town.
John: Le used to play with
Bunchofuckingoofs.

Fox: | want to see Edmonton.
John: It's funny you should
mention that Fox. We are
playing Edmonton, but we are
playing without you. We have
an Edmonton bassist already
lined-up! Sorry man!

Vern: What's up for the band after you return
from the west?

John: Well, we're currently working on a new
album, so | guess we'll be looking to finish that
up. We're about four songs into it right now, and
they are sounding great. We're coming with the
punk mentality, but we also got the sexuality
aspect. | really want to have some fun with my
vocals on this one.

Vern: When can we expect to see it come out?
Gus (Confirming with Fox): The beginning of next
year at the latest.

Vern: | heard that you guys had Beetlejuice up
here for a show. What was it like hanging out
with that maniac?

John: It was wild! I'm a huge Howard Stern fan,
and Beetlejuice is the greatest entertainer to ever
live, so | thought it would be fun. | woke up one
day and decided to fly him up and put on a punk
rock show. He was supposed to just introduce us,
but things started adding up quickly. He ended
up tattooing me on stage. He had a ball messing
around with the crowd. My buddy, Bootleg,
compiled the footage and we turned it into a
DVD. It's now part of 3Tard history. It'll never go
away. Twenty years from now, people are going
to say, “Do you remember those idiots in Toronto
who brought up Beetlejuice, and played a punk
rock show.” We are happy we did it.

Vern: Didn’t he sing along with you for a song?
Le: Yeah, he sang “3tarded” with us.

John: He did sing “3tarded” with us, but he never
sang the same thing twice. It was like, “3tarded...
blah...blah...blah...3tarded!” He didn’t know
what the fuck was going on.

Vern: On one of your t-shirts, you have a quote
from Charles Manson that says, “Call me crazy,
but | love The 3Tards.” Did you actually get
permission from him?

John: No, but | did write him a letter to try and
get his permission, but | obviously didn’t hear
back from him.

Fox: | don't think he can sue us anyways!

John: | wanted to get a letter back from him, and
then make a new shirt from his letter...but no
luck.

Vern: | hear you guys were involved in a breast
cancer fundraiser...how did that come about?
Fox: We do one every year. We gather-up a bunch
of bands, get a venue donated, and rip shit up!
John: In two years we have raised $5000! You
find me another punk band that has done that.
Gus: | bet you can't find one.

John: Itis anissue that is close to our hearts in
our personal lives, so the cause sort of jumped-
out at us. We get asked to do a hundred benefit
shows a year, and we can't play them all, so we
had to pick something that we feel strongly
about. We are very proud of what we are doing,
and we can’t wait until we hit $10,000!

Vern: Are there any special concoctions that
you guys like to consume before getting on
stage?

John: To be honest, | don't drink. Gus likes to
pound his Red Bull’s, and Fox and Le like to drink
the pale ale!

Vern: What do you guys do for an income? Or
does the band-life pay well enough to keep
you surviving?

John: We all have blue-collar jobs, except for Fox.
He gives blue-collar guys blowjobs for money.
Fox: I'm a bartender.

John: Yeah, his favorite drink is the orgasm.
Vern: Is there anything else that you would
like your fans to know?

John: If we were to add anything to the interview,
it would be that we are super excited to be finally
heading out west. It is long over-due. We've
been playing for five or six years already, and we
haven't made it out there yet. Le and Gus have
both toured out there, but Fox and | have not.

We loved the beauty of the east coast, so driving
through the mountains out west, | think, is going
to be life-changing. We can't wait!

The Shivs are, quite simply, the greatest, most
awesome punk band ever to hail from the rocky
shores of Vancouver Island. On a scale of 1 to 10,
this mighty foursome is at least a 14. Not just that
but lead singer, Blark, is the dude who knocked
Glen Danzig out with one punch. Oh shit, that
wasn't Blark--in fact, maybe none of those things
are true.

Perhaps the Shivs are just a bunch of noisy
drunken yahoos who can’t be counted on not
to fall off the stage or get in fistfights amongst
themselves. That being said, it’s hard not to
appreciate a band who literally wear their

influences on their denim vests. The Shivs,
who formed in 2000, have had a few Spinal
Tap incidents with drummers, and at least
one ex-guitarist is doing time for capital
murder (okay, | made that last part up, but
they have had a few lineup changes.)

The initial core of Knuckles and Blark Jak
remains, and after three hugely influential
CD’s, they are ready to cut a fourth. Victoria,
known more as a place where old people
go to die than a hotbed of punk rock, doesn’t
seem like much fun. What do people do for
kicks? “Drink, fight, fuck, skate, and go to shows,”
chuckles Blark. “Victoria isn't as laid back as
everyone thinks, but aside from Florida, it’s the
retirement capital of the world. There are also a lot
of Satanists here.”

But why form a punk rock band? What is there
to do that the Dayglo Abortions haven't already
done to excess? Blark is stumped by my deep,
meaningful question but eventually thinks of an
answer.

“Doing air guitar solos on my cane while grinding
the copeing at the bowl," he says, giving his

balls a good tending to. Clearly, and despite my
professionalism and talent, he is not taking the
interview seriously. | move on, determined to
make Greil Marcus (of Rolling Stone) look like a
rookie. | want to know why there are so many

Jaks in punk bands. Are they skateboarders or
musicians? Luckily, Beev doesn't have to think too
hard about this. “Both,” he says, taking a large hit
of cooking wine.

“Absolute music——absolute skateboarding.” At
least the slightly hammered lead guitarist gave
me a straight answer. Looking back at the past
lineup, | ask what happened to Dustin Jak. Why
was he fired? Knuckles fields this one.“You don't
earn the name “Rentsnorter” for nothing,’ says the
bassist with a crooked grin.

That answers that question, but how does Blark
manage not to fall off the stage? It must be
difficult, being both blind and blind drunk. Blark
rubs his whiskered chin and looks a bit rueful.
“Well, actually | have fallen off the stage plenty of
times over the years,” he admits, “but basically I've
been on and off the wagon for about a year now.”

He feels around for his beer but remembers that
he quit drinking. Don't feel bad, Blark; | did that
for years. | skillfully change the subject by asking
how their new album is coming along.“The
album’s doin’rad,” says Big Rick, finally getting
an opportunity to talk.“We also have a split LP
coming out in August with Blark’s hometown
bros in Fort Saskatchewan, Alberta, the Swill City
Locals!” | wish them luck on the new vinyl and
mention that there’s a UK band called the Shivs.
Do they plan to go over there and fuck them up?

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“Yeah, we're definitely lurking in the shadows,’
snarls Beev, smacking a fist into the palm of his
other hand. “We're also on a label out of the UK
called No Front Teeth Records, and we're on the
last Dance Hall Troops compilation, with bands
such as the US Bombs, Smut Peddlers, Exploding
Fuck Dolls, Black Halos, Dayglo Abortions, and the
Keg Killers”I'm impressed but they'll never know
about it. | ask about the charismatic drummer for
Alcoholic White Trash, who succumbed to cancer
earlier this year. Is there anyone in the Victoria
punk scene who wasn't tight with Jay Brown? Big
Rick scowls threateningly.

“If they weren't tight with Jay Brown, obviously
they aren't part of the punk scene,” he says,
looking ready to squish some puppies. “Theyre
probably emo fags!” | change the subject again,
asking why Knuckles isn't allowed in the good
ol'US of A. Beev laughs. “Blark and Knuckles’ old
band Drunktank got molested by fat gay border
guards on their way to play a show in Seattle with
the Piss Drunks, and Knuckles had some weed in
his boot”

Knuckles, | figure, is lucky that the Yanks didn’t
fry his ass in the electric chair for such a serious
offence. Doesn't he know that marijuana is a
horrible, evil drug and we must discourage the
use of it at all costs? | plunge forward, shaking my
head at his folly.

Does Blark have many girlfriends, him being
such a good-looking sumbitch and all? Knuckles
answers this question and seems a bit jealous.
“That depends if you throw Lisa and Rita in the
mix,” he says, glaring at the handsome lead singer.
| figure Lisa and Rita must be those skanky hoes
on Trailer Park Boys but | keep my thoughts to
myself. Besides, | have only one question left.
How many times can Big Rick bench press Jesus
Bonehead? | ask, relieved that the interview is
finally over.“Ummm... that’s pending litigation,”
says Blark, feeling around for his phantom beer.
Clearly, he’s as happy to be done with me as | am
with him.

AU- Who did the artwork for the band

| got the chance to geta 1 on 1 with Jeremy
Hiebert, guitarist and one of the founding
members of Winnipeg's hardcore outfit Comeback
Kid. Taking a break from the heat inside the
curling club and enjoying some unexpected mid
summer rain we got the chance to talk about
everything from touring, politics & suprisingly,
ABBA.

AU- alright first question is about the hardcore
scene in Winnipeg, wondering about any
bands to watch out for and favorites to play
with?

J-It's just on of those things where when your on
the road as much as we are, we are on the road
for 6 to 9 months right, your just not in touch with
whats happening at home like you once were.
Bands like Hollow Ground, First Strike...

AU- yeah | have seen you with both of them,
Under Pressure, KEN mode, Hide your
Daughters, Electro Quarterstaff...

J-fuck yeah all of them are amazing, Malefaction
was certainly one of the best. Winnipeg just

has an amazing hardcore scene going on and
certainly music in general.

AU- You guys paid your dues playing those
small venues, whats it like touring with some
rather large acts [including sick of it all, bad
religion, gorilla biscuits, darkest hour] and a
lot larger venues.

J-it's awesome man, | mean we
love doing our own headlining
tours when we're playing with
our fans that know our stuff a
lot more than obviously would
be on a support tour but i mean
the bonus is that it's a challenge
trying to win over all these new
fans right because these kids, half
of them especially on a tour like
this with Rise Against, have no
clue who we are right.

AU- yeah you guys were out
west in October headlining and
maybe some of those fans are
coming to check you out here,
and possibly getturnedontoa
band like Rise Against.

J-for sure there are pros and cons of both
environments, | mean I'm not a big fan of
barricades and shit like that but it sort of comes
with the territory when you want to geton a
bigger tour.

AU- I've personally been to numerous CBK
shows where the energy was unrelenting, the
crowd and band seemed like an entity in and
of itself, feeding off of each other & everything
just erupts...

J- and thats where the barricades come in you
know, because that’s definitely a part of our
own kind of shows right. Here it is a different
environment & we do what we can, sometimes
it feels like a bit of a kick in the gut & we can't
connect with our audience like we'd want to, but
we're always down for a challenge

AU- like you were saying, you guys are always
on tour, bringing your message and music all
over the world, how important is touring to
acts such as yourselves and underground acts
trying to break into the scene?

J- things don’t happen on their own you know,
people will get their band together, get their
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5 song demo out and you know, thats it. If you
have the dream and you actually want to take it
somewhere it takes a lot of sacrifice and realizing
that not everything is going to be a bed of roses
for the time you are willing to commit to it. It's
just one of those things, it's not for everybody,
some people realize quickly that it is not all fun
and games like they thought it was so they're
gonna go to school and get a real job you know.
But there's people like me, and people like Holy
Roman Empire [the band headlining this tour
from Chicago] who were in bands when they
were younger, did the whole job thing and are
back to being in a band and you know, if you
wanna haul ass you gotta haul ass, you just have
to stick with it and like i said, its not always easy.

AU- whats it like to be in a band where a lot
of you are in side projects? | know you and
Andrew are involved in Figure Four & Andrew
is also involved in Sights & Sounds.

J- as far as figure four, we're not involved in
anything hands on right now & Sights & sounds
just put out an EP and we have some downtime
on this tour, like a couple of weeks and they have
a few dates there. Downtime is certainly welcome
when your body is 31 years old you know, and
prancing around the stage like I'm 16 again.

But yeah we all have little things whether it s a
little garage band or just messing around on the
computer you know, but CBK is our main focus,
we've been going hardcore for a while and we're
not done yet.

AU-The US market is a hard one for Canadians
to break into for sure & you guys have found
some relative success there, how hard was that
to accomplish and whats it like?

J- thats just another one of those things right you
just have to stick with it nothing happens on its
own. Theres a lot of Canadian bands that have

had a lot of success up here but aren’t willing to
take the gamble and put in the time that it takes
to make a name for yourself down south because
it doesn't just get handed to you because you

are successful in Canada. Some big examples up
here are some bands that you know, I'm not going
to name but we all know some classic Canadian
bands that are only big here. | mean sometimes
it's a case of not flying down south but most of
time its just a case of not getting down there and
grinding it out like every other band has to. We
have been very lucky don't get me wrong, it's just
a matter of being at the right place at the right
time with our style of hardcore.

AU- what do you guys like to do with the little
passtime you get on tour?

J-it depends where | am, If we're in Vegas I'll likely
be found at a poker table otherwise a lot of the
time you just want to chill, get a hotel and relax.

AU- what 3 cities will you guys agree to play
anytime without question.

J- obviously we'll always play Winnipeg whenever
we can, they've been so good to us. two more...
theres this city in Germany that has just been
unreal for us to play, Lichtenstein. The shows

there for whatever reason have just been out
of hand, like 8 or 900 kids coming out. Hmmm

I dont want to go with the clichéd NY or LA
although those are great gigs | think I'd have to
say Montreal, we've had a lot of support right
from the beginning but who knows, maybe it will
be Victoria, this is our first time here. We've toured
all over Canada so many times but it’s hard to get
over here, especially if your not making that much
money | mean it cost us $190 just to get the van

across and I'm assuming the same back, so that
alone is like $400 and thats a lot to chew on.

AU- what are your views on peer to peer file
sharing?

J- that's another one of those pros and cons
things right. It definitely helped us out when

we started the band because we had a demo

out and you can only get that out to so many
people so fast right. | mean it gets on the internet
and the next thing you know we have kids from
the Netherlands emailing us and asking us to
mail them demos. On the flip side of it | totally
understand the outcry of people in the music
industry; bands, labels, producers and whatnot. It
does suck to put so much effort into something
and not see as much as you could for the hard
work that you put in. Theres a lot of bands that are
worthy of their royalties but they are not going
to be paid because their music is downloaded.

| don't really take sides myself, i mean if people
download our stuff so be it, if they buy our record
then | can pay rent hahaha, if I'm lucky.

AU- on Broadcasting... it seems as though
the entire record has a distinct theme, care to
elaborate?

J-1think that your going to notice a lot of the
themes of the songs are realizing that it's okay
not to have all the answers. It’s like often people
are a little too positive, “theres always going to be
an answer...theres always going to be a way out..."
well sometimes theres not, sometimes things
don't always work out, and to be ok with knowing
that your not going to get all the answers. It's
always good to keep pushing and trying to figure
things out but be realistic about it and take into
consideration that thats life.

AU- what was it like working with Bill
Stevenson [black flag, descendents, only
crime] in the blasting room for round 2 as you
guys recorded 2005’s “wake the Dead” there
as well?

J- Just being able to go back and work with

him was great. I'm not going to lie | never really
listened to his bands growing up, so for me going
into the recording process that was a bonus, if

i would have recorded with some people that |
look up to as much as some people look up to
them I think | would have been very intimidated
& it might have hampered my already dull
performance. Bill & his partner Jason Livermore
they are brilliant to work with and make a great
team. | don't think Jason gets the credit thats
due to him because he’s a genius. | didn't really
work with Bill that much because he recorded
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the vocals and bass and Jason did the guitars and
drums. Jason’s the guy that did a lot of recording
for Bill with his bands and thats where he has so
much respect for Jason when it comes to drums
and he knows how to dial in what Bill's looking
for. Those two guys make an incredible team and
if we had the opportunity to record with them
again | don't see why we wouldn't.

AU- what are you listening to these days?

J-I'm really all over the place, random stuff. |

love Lamb of God just a genius
Metal band, | also like Air which
is an electronica type thing, | love
Muse, | don’t know if people are
gonna hate me for saying this
but | love the new My Chemical
Romance record & uh, shit man |
love ABBA

AU- how do you feel about the
political situation in Canada at
the moment?

J- hmmmm...confused. I'm a

little more left leaning and uh, |
thought Harper was going to be
alot worse than he has actually
turned out to be. But | haven't
been following it nearly as much
as | would like to be or have in the
past. After the last American election | just got
really bummed out you know, like how did this
happen again, who's not paying attention like half
the voters? at the same time theres also the whole
media thing, it's pretty frightening when you see
what small group of people have such a or how
big of a voice they have and how much they can
get out there, whatever kind of agenda they have
just gets out to the masses and its strange at how
it can shape so much, a great example is the 2003
invasion of Iraq. There were other voices that
opposed it but they just weren't listened to. Its
just Fox News & CNN across the ticker all day & If
thats all your seeing, you don't know any better,
your going to buy it right. So it’s frustrating seeing
the control that the media can have. I'm also a
conspiracy theorist..9/11, look into it man, don't
believe everything you see.

AU- any last words?

J- thanks for all the support, we've been around
for a couple of years now and its always nice to
see familiar faces that keep coming out to shows.

CBK Background

In 2002, what started as a side project from
Andrew Neufeld and Jeremy Hiebert's band
Figure Four, became what Amp magazine

called a“a wildly successful scene institution.”
Two critically acclaimed albums later and after
tirelessly touring in the UK, Europe, Canada, USA,
Japan, Australia, New Zealand, and Iceland with
bands such as Rise Against, Sick Of It All, Madball,
Bad Religion, Dropkick Murphys, Gorilla Biscuits,
Terror, and Bane, Comeback Kid have become one
of the biggest names in hardcore today.

In 2003 Winnipeg, Manitoba’s Comeback Kid

put together a self-released six-song demo and
signed to California hardcore label Face Down
Records, who released Comeback Kid’s debut
album, Turn It Around, that spring. For their 2005
album Wake the Dead, they signed to Victory
Records internationally, and to Smallman Records
in Canada. Wake the Dead has now sold over
100,000 copies and was voted Alternative Press’s
100 bands to know in 2005, Chart Magazine's
top 100 albums of 2005, favorite CD in Uptown
Magazine, and nominated for Best Hardcore
Group at the Indie Awards at Canadian Music
Week, and also for the CBC Galaxie Rising Star
Award.

In 2006, lead singer Scott Wade left the band

to pursue other interests and guitarist Andrew
Neufeld took over lead vocals. The current tour
line-up features Andrew Neufeld (vocals), Jeremy
Hiebert (guitar), Kyle Profeta (drums), Kevin Call
(bass), and Casey Hjelmberg (guitar).

AU - Would you guys say you are more
on the dark side of the force?

AU - What should we do about George Lucas after his last few
movies?

Boss - You know | really don't have too much of a problem with
Revenge of the Sith, it has its moments, but the acting is terrible.
AU- I have a shirt a disgruntled fan gave me that
says “Revenge of the Shit”

Boss - Haha yeah, Revenge of the Shit, well basically

AU: Who is Trole and when did they form as a
group?

Karvellius: Trole is a balls-out rock n roll/rockabilly
band from London, Ontario fronted by vocalist/
guitarist J Trole Taylor. Trole started the band in
1999 when he was busking (for loose change

and the odd hot dog) on the streets of London
with long time friend Jefferson Sheppard(of the
matadors) Trole later recruited brother J.H. Taylor
‘the Fiddly Bit Kid" on guitar and in 2002 (myself)
‘Rob Carvell’ (aka Karvellius Bob) part time
Matadors drummer joined the band as full time
drummer and professional bucket player! Since
then we've done almost 1,000 shows and toured
the country many times. In 2004/05 we spent a lot
of time writing and recording our first full length,
self titled album ‘Trole’. After releasing the album
independently we then spent the next couple of
years touring around Southwestern and Northern
Ontario to build a strong local fan base. Then in
July of 2007 we signed our first record deal with
Flying Saucer Records.

AU: Why is the band named Trole?

Karvellius: The band is named Trole because... well
that'’s the lead singer’s name. | know it sounds
weird... why would someone name their kid Trole?
I've asked him many times about his name, | even
bugged him so bad that he started crying a few
years back (fucking baby), so... | don't think Trole
will ever disclose that info to anyone. We also get
alot of negative feedback from being called Trole.
People tell us all the time to change our name, a
lot of people think we're a

European mystical metal band.

AU: When does the bands self titled album get
released? And where was it recorded?

Karvellius: The album will be available from us off
stage August 17" and it's available on line from
Flying Saucer Records right now... so go buy it!!!

You'll also be able to pick up a copy at just about
any record store. We recorded the album in T.O. at
Liquid Sound with engineer/producer Alec Fraser
who does nothing but roots based music, and he
records everything live off the floor! He’s done lots
of recordings from Jeff Healey, to Jack De Keyzer,
to blues legend Willie “big eyes” Smith and tons of
other blues/rockabilly/roots based bands.

AU:Trole has some members of psychobilly band
The Matadors. Which members are they?

Karvellius: Jeff Sheppard (dog house bass) is
still playing bass for The Matadors, and myself...
| played drums for the Matadors in 05/06 and
recorded all drums on Horrorbilly 9000.

AU: What is the Trole Army?

Karvellius: The Trole army is a bunch of people
who come to our show carrying around guns and
pipe bombs... they're our biggest fans and they're
also our very own (free) security company!!! We
love those guys...but we don't approve of their
guns! WE say no to guns!!!

AU: Any tour or memorable moments to share?

Karvellius: The one that sticks out in my mind is....
back in 2002 when we were doing our Nipples
from Nipigon tour, we were on a breakfast TV
show (CTV) in Saskatoon and | decided to show
the guy who was interviewing us our secret band
handshake... well, it was live to air so they couldn’t
edit what | was about to do to the host of the
show with 30,000 people watching | got him to
grab my BALLS real good!!! I'm talking my gonads,
my sperm factory, my fu@king BALLS!! HA!! ( if
anyone’s interested in seeing this funny video
footage then check out our DVD that we'll be
selling on tour, it's called ‘trole-the early years')

AU: Anything else to share?

Karvellius: My final words....come see the show!!
I guarantee it'll be the best show you'll see this
year!! Or maybe it'll be the best show of your
entire life... or at least the best show you'll see
until we play again!!

It doesn't happen very often - but when it does

it sucks. 2 legendary bands you rarely see playing
the same night six blocks away from each other.
So which band do you check out? Recently on
Vancouver’s lower east side it was skate-surf
punks Agent Orange at the sketchy Balmoral up
against Chi Pig’s resurrected S.N.F.U. at The Cobalt.
S.N.F.U was supposed to be doing an all-ages
show at The Sweatshop soon so the decision was
easier. | made my way down to Main and Hastings,
dodged a few zombies and saw Agent Orange and
The China Creeps destroy the best-worst venue in
the city.

Here's what singer Mike Palm had to say about
Agent Orange’s insane touring schedule, his first
skateboard and why it might be time he locked
himselfin a closet...

AU: You guys have done it all and played
everywhere...what’s left to conquer?

MIKE PALM: Well, in the beginning it was all about
touring all over the place and getting a record
deal, putting out records. The whole situation with
the record industry was just so messed up that |
felt the best thing for us to do at the times was to
keep our connection with our audience strong.
And doing that by touring.

Now we can pretty much, in a year’s time, hit
every place we want to go, around the world and
only go to the same club once a year. We just
started touring Australia, Japan and Brazil, just
trying to build up a following. We're just getting
it back together. There's no a lot of bands that will
fly up and play Alaska — we've played there like
four times.

AU: You're still stoked on the crazy schedule?
MIKE PALM: Well, there are rough times, that's for
sure. People think that it's not work or whatever,
but there’s some really rough times. | had a great
time in Spain, my first time there and everything.
That was the end of the tour and to get to Spain

you have to go all the way across France. That
alone is a bummer. You're already brutalized from

avery long tour. Sure | love driving in at 4:30 in the

morning trying to find a hotel but those things
can be difficult. Sitting in a van for that many
hours... there’s only so many things to talk about,
read or listen too. It's a psychological experiment.

The line up at this time is obviously really
compatible as people. And that’s an important
thing. It's not how you play together so much

its how you get along with each other and how
you travel. I'll say this as well...as great as it
(touring) is, one of the things we need to try and
do more than ever is reverse that and instead of
touring relentlessly, somehow find a way to step
back from that and say...'now we're gonna lock
ourselves in a closet until we come up with a new
record...and another record’ And we've got a few
things in the can right now that are unfinished.
So that on top of having a new record out...that's
becoming our focus.

AU: First skateboard set-up?

MIKE PALM: | don’t remember cause it was like,
clay wheels and | was four years old. It was pre
Black Knight. None of that mattered. Actually, clay
wheels mattered a lot. First real set-up...Purple
urethane Metaflex wheels, Chicago trucks and a
flat, solid oak deck.

AU: Did you shit your pants when you saw the
first Vision ‘Agent Orange’ model?

MIKE PALM: No, | shit my pants the first time |

got a pair of Road Riders in the mail with sealed
berrings in them.

AU: So the deck design wasn’t a big deal?

MIKE PALM: It was a big deal but not as big as
when | sat down at a movie theatre in Sacramento
and watched the movie ‘Freddy Got Fingered’and
saw them skate the mini ramp for the first time to
the sounds of ‘Everything Turns Grey’

AU- I saw you guys play at Logan’s
pub in Victoria years ago. |
remember you had the banners

up and fuckin’ just killed it. I still

say that was one of the best metal
shows to ever come to Victoria, even
compared to Cryptopsy, | just feel
more energy from you guys.

Maurizio lacono - Holy shit! Wow man,
that was a fucking while back. 4 years
at least on the Canadian tour.

AU - So you've gone from that little
venue to this giant tour, what'’s that
like?

One step at a time man, yeah it’s great,
I like it but we're kind of old fashioned
like that, one of those bands where it's
all about having the closeness with
the fans, we like big venues, but we
really like small venues too because
you're closer, a bigger party you know?
Sometimes a smaller venue is a bigger
party than 20,000 people.

AU- So you guys are from Montreal
doing this North American tour
with Dimmu Borgir, DevilDriver, and
Unearth. What'’s it like playing with
the big boys?

It was a very challenging tour in a way,
in another way we kind of did our own
thing you know. You know when you
open a tour it’s a difficult task, and we

were put on the spot, | was just like,
“we gotta do this thing, its a good
tour”. Dimmu personally invited the
band, so | was like, let’s just do this
and do it right, and accepted the offer.
It's been amazing, it’s a tour that is
opening a lot of doors for the band.

AU- | guess you're the only Canadian
band on the tour?

Yeah, Dimmu love Canada so it kind of
was an easy thing for them to do, they
were like “let’s do it together,” that's
why there’s so many Canadian dates
on this tour, they love the country a
lot. They're going everywhere man, 35
shows in all.

AU- How would you describe the
bands sound to someone who
doesn’t know you guys?

To the point, straight-forward, but at
the same time intricate. | think we have
a sound that's our own, we're happy to
have our own blend of music. We're the
kind of band that if we do a cover of
Slayer it still sounds like Kataklysm.

AU- Kataklysm is such a good name
- how did you come up with it?

Actually the 2 members that came up
with it are not in the band anymore. |
started off playing bass in the band in
the early days, and when | started the
band we didn’t have a name yet. When
| got my ex-singer and ex-drummer,
they came up with Kataklysm, they
wanted to call it Kataklysmos which is
Latin for it, but we didn't like it, so we
decided to just put it in English and

stuck with it.

AU- Did you guys ever play
Dungeons & Dragons?

Ha ha ha, my ex-singer looked like he
could carry an axe, but no, never.

AU- Who would win in a fight - you
or Dimmu, even though they have
more members?

Hard to say man, the bass player is a
big motherfucker, my bass player is
big but he’s not a fighter, | would say
maybe Dimmu on the fighting unless
I could deliver the goods too so, we'll
see.

AU- Do you have a new album
coming out or are you working on
one?

Well our last album just got re-released
for this tour, it's been out for a year and
we're working on a new one due out in
April of 2008 on Nuclear Blast.

AU- Are they treating you well?

Very well, we're actually one of the

2 oldest bands on the label, us and
Hypocrisy from Sweden. We've been
with the label since the beginning, and
since then they've released records
from Danzig, Anthrax, some really big
names.

AU- Are there any other side projects
you're involved with?

Some of us have always wanted to
do some little things on the side,
but it never really worked out, so we
thought, why give some of our ideas

into another
project? Let's
make this band
the best it can
be and that's it.

AU- Are you
still a hockey
fan since
you've moved
to Chicago?

Yeah but |
don't really
like Canadian
hockey teams. | was
always a New Jersey

fan, from the old days
when Glenn Resch was
goalie, | used to love
New Jersey. | just loved
the team, then they won
the cup and | was like,
“SEE!"1 liked them when
they sucked! | like the
underdogs man.

AU- Do you guys
practice synchronized
head whips? Does it
takes training?

I don't think it takes

training, it's more of just tempo. We've
practiced it but if you're playing and
the beat is there and the other guy has
the same type of rhythm, then it's an
easy thing to do.

AU- Any last words?

Dude, just thank you very much for
the support and interest in the band,

we will never disappoint our fans, you
know for us they're the reason we're
here, and we're gonna keep doing
good records for them, all the time.
They come first. We're not that band
that just does music for themselves,
without the fans there’s nothing.

Collective Cabaret

Hogtown’s own Fucked Up brought their unique and (surprisingly)
critically acclaimed brand of hardcore to the ‘Peg on July 10th. For
the uninitiated, their sound combines the reckless thrash of early-
'mid ‘80s hardcore a la Negative Approach, Circle Jerks, etc. with the
sing-along aspects of the original Oi! movement and stretch these
old-school jams into 6-minute plus epics complete with psychedelic
interludes and conceptual imagery. And it's Fucked Up’s direct
execution of this kind of meat and potatoes, minimalist aggression
that shines through in their live performance. Guitarists 10,000
Marbles and Concentration Camp carried the sound for the most
part and showed an uncanny ability to lock into a buzzsaw groove
with each other on cuts such as “David Comes To Life". Bass player
Mustard Gas stood monolithic amongst her male counterparts,
delivering heavy, thumping notes that combined with hard-hitting
drummer Mr. Jo to produce an unyielding rhythm section, while
vocalist Pink Eyes delivered his lines in menacingly gruff, violent
shouts as he trudged back and forth across the stage. The band

was plagued with guitar amp problems that resulted in lengthy
breaks between songs, but Pink Eyes made the most of the situation
with some comical and engaging stage banter, recounting the
hilarious story of a friend and fellow musician literally beating the
shit out of amember of Coal Chamber at an outdoor music festival,
“It was like trying to get between me and a pizza...’, shrugged the
over-sized, King Kong Bundy-like singer®....that's just how | roll"The
technical disruptions did little to slow the momentum of the band
nor the energy and excitement of the crowd. Audiences members
waited patiently, standing hand-in pocket only to explode into a fist
pumping, floor-punching circle pit the second the band launched
into their next number. Set-closer ‘Crusades’ drew the biggest
response from the diverse crowd, as B-Boy hardcore ballas rushed
the stage to shout-out the words alongside the black-denim clad
crusties and metalheads. It was a distinctively memorable moment

Coming off a stop on this years installment of Ozzfest, Virginia's
heavy metal kings Lamb of God brought a few of their friends:
Hatebreed, a punk/hardcore/metal crossover band from Connecticut
& Behemoth the Polish Death metal troupe as well as inviting

Local power Metal stalwarts 3 Inches of Blood from Vancouver to
open up on this off day stop. To the dismay of concert goers there
were some technical delays which pushed 3 inches of bloods set
roughly 15 minutes late and did not allow Lamb of God to get a
proper sound check [this proved to be problematic later on]. When
3iinches hit the stage the crowd erupted and soaked up all 4 songs
dished out and begged for more. Cam Pipes was truly ready to

go on this night and wailed his way the entire set with vigor. Next
up Behemoth arrived on stage with much suspense and certainly
delivered from the first note, through the last wail and technical
quitar riff. With pummeling drum blast beats and a very occult-ish
theme they were certainly a crowd favorite. A very strong set from
these guys leaving many totally blown away and coming up for

air outside. Hatebreed pretty much covered their entire career ina
satisfying 45 minute set including powerful renditions of “never let
it die”and “defeatist”. After a lengthy wait, LOG arrived on stage but
something went horribly wrong with the sound & halted after the
opening song "hourglass”.
